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Brain growth in an infant’s first year of life is nothing short of
remarkable: the brain uses 60% of the total energy consumed
by the infant and nearly triples in size. Much of the energy
that fuels this growth is supplied by fat in the infant’s diet,
which is why breast milk is so rich in this nutrient. The child’s
